• The arrangement of sources in the student’s bibliography is up to the professor. Turabian does NOT require distinction of primary and secondary sources in the bibliography, but states that arranging by primacy of sources is merely one of the OPTIONAL ways to arrange the entries other than the “normal” way, which is a single list of all sources arranged alphabetical by author.  Turabian also states that other OPTIONAL ways to arrange entries are chronological, by physical form of sources, or categorized by field of sources.  See Kate L. Turabian, A Manual for Writers of Research Papers, Theses, and Dissertations, Eighth Edition, Chicago Style for Students & Researchers (Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 2013), Section 16.2.2. “Arrangement of Entries,” pp. 151-54. The relevant passages are quoted below:

[bookmark: _GoBack]“Alphabetical by author.  A bibliography is normally a single list of all sources arranged alphabetically by the last name of the author, editor, or whoever is first in each entry” (16.2.2.1, p.151).  “Other than alphabetical. … Single-author bibliographies are often more usefully arranged chronologically …” (16.2.2.3, p. 154).  “Categorized Listings: You may organize a longer bibliography into categories to help readers see related sources as a group.  Some common ways of categorizing longer bibliographies into sections include these: By the physical form of sources [manuscripts, archival collections, recordings, etc.]; By the primacy of sources [primary, secondary, tertiary]; By field of sources [i.e., fields of interests]” (16.2.2.4, p. 154).
